3. 1In atwo page essay, define and describe the “Acids of Modernity” and how they
affected and informed theological modernity. Footnote all citations.

4. In a two page essay, describe theological fundamentalism (i.e., what it is and is not
within a historical context) and the contribution of Charles Hodge. Footnote all
citations.

5. Write an eight page double-spaced research paper delineating the epistemological
differences between modern theological liberalism and evangelical Christianity. Cite
at least five texts not utilize in the required reading. Include a title page and
bibliography, and footnote all sources.
